Call to Order

Reeve Trainor noted the time being 10:00 a.m. and called the public hearings to order.

Discretionary Use Application: Garage Suite - Parcel A, SE 6-17-17 W2

Reeve Trainor announced the discretionary use application for a garage suite at Parcel
A, SE 6-17-17 W2.

Reeve Trainor asked for written submissions in regard to the discretionary use
application. Manager of Planning & Development Paige Boha advised that there was
one (1) written submission and read it aloud. The submission from Ken Seiferling was
in favour of the discretionary use application for a proposed garage suite. Mr.
Seiferling believes the application supports the RM of Edenwold’s goal of being a
livable community by providing flexible and sustainable housing options. The
proposed garage suite aligns with the rural character and long-term sustainability of
the area, makes efficient use of existing infrastructure, and avoids unnecessary urban
sprawl. Garage suites can support aging in place, family care, home-based work, and
modest community growth while respecting the scale and character of the
community.

Reeve Trainor asked for any verbal submissions. The applicant, Cynthia Barbour,
provided an overview of the proposed garage suite. She noted that she and her
husband have resided in the community for nearly ten (10) years and have raised
their family in the area. The garage suite will be creating a space for her aging mother
to live nearby. She stated that the project aligns the RM's goals of supporting diverse
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housing options, responsible development and livable community. The suite will be a
modest development and consistent with the character of the community.

Clarification was provided distinguishing a garage suite from a garden suite.
