Use your recycle cart for the storage and
collection of approved recyclables only.

Do not bag or tie your recyclables.

Do not pack material too tightly.

You must be
able to close the lid without packing the cart too
tightly, otherwise the emptying of the cart will be more
difficult.

Place the cart roadside by 7:00 a.m. on

collection day.

Your recycling collection day won't change, but the
collection time might, so please be sure to have your
cart out by 7:00 a.m. on your collection day.

Return the emptied cart to your property before the
end of the day.

Do not remove the cart from its assigned address.
Inform Loraas Disposal of any damage, vandalism or
theft of the cart. It is important to note the serial num-
